ACTIVITY PLAN 
Warm up/Review:  I presented a memorized rendition of the 1994 Pulp Fiction movie character "Jules" (which Samuel 
Jackson plays) and stated that soon, they would do something similar.  That grabbed their attention and set-them up for 
my rendition, and then the actual movie scene I'd memorized.    
 
 
 
Introduction: I explained how language comes across with non-verbal behavior, voice tone, and gestures/demeanors;  
For example, I asked "How do I feel?" (and I walked slow with back hunched, arms dragging, head bowed).  The class 
yelled, "Happy!"  Then I walked briskly, upright, smiling, and full of poise: they shouted,"Confident! Assured!"
