As the final activity for the Project Based Learning Institute, you are required to participate in the follow up scheduled for Wednesday, July 12, 4:30-7:30 at Region XIX.   The purpose of the follow up is to help you integrate what you have learned in the Institute in a meaningful way and to share your own experiences implementing some of these innovative practices with your fellow teachers.   As stated in your Professional Development Agreement for the Institute, completing this activity is required for those receiving a stipend.

In preparation for the follow up meeting you are expected to do the following:

1. Prepare a PowerPoint ® presentation for a 20 minute lesson that integrates images and text to enhance your lesson and helps you avoid using Spanish or translation during this period.  The presentation may be similar to Heide’s “German lesson,” but you may also choose a completely different topic such as disasters or whatever topic you think may engage your classroom’s attention.  Make sure that the lesson has a clear objective and is appropriate for your classes English level.  Indicate the target level of the lesson (e.g. beginning, intermediate, advanced) in the presentation.  Make sure you include your name and program as well.
2. Come to the follow up meeting prepared to give a 10 minute version of your PowerPoint presentation.  To ensure it is properly loaded into the computer, please email it to me at ehonol@sisd.net by July 11, 2006.  You can also bring your presentation to the meeting in a CD or travel drive.  Do NOT use floppy disks.
