WORKFORCE LITERACY INSTITUTE FOLLOW-UP ASSIGNMENT
As the final activity for the Workforce Literacy Institute, you are required to participate in the follow-up scheduled for Friday, June 9th, from 4:30 to 6:30 at Ysleta Community Learning Center.  The purpose of the follow up is to help you integrate what you have learned in the Institute in a meaningful way and to share your own experiences implementing some of these innovative practices with your fellow teachers.   As stated in your Professional Development Agreement for the Institute, completing this activity is required for those receiving the specified stipend.

In preparation for the follow up meeting you are expected to do the following:

1. Prepare a new lesson plan (or revise an old one) for a 2-hour class or segment that effectively addresses the needs of a learner transitioning from the Adult Education program to the workforce or a secondary education program.  Choose any topic you like, but use any of the techniques and ideas that we learned about during this institute that you think would be effective for your class. Feel free to experiment with ideas that you have not attempted before.  You may also choose to administer the Sample CELSA test provided on May 19th.  If you elect to perform the sample test, please bring the analysis of the results and responses received from  your students.
