	ACTIVITY
	HOW IT ASSISTS TRANSITIONING LEARNER

	WARM UP/REVIEW
	ask the students to remember  their past job seeking experience and write down key words for vocabulary
	It serves as a recollection exercise and puts a personal face on it so that they feel drawn into the activity

	INTRODUCTION
	 Introduce them to the etiquette and nuiances that US job seekers follow by sharing personal experience and a possible guest speaker from Workforce Comission.
	Maintains the interest of the student for they might looking for employment and feel lost as to how exactly look for a job in the USA

	PRESENTATION

COMPREHENSION CHECK
	-Divide them into group in preparation for a mock interview and job hunt. Each group will focus on various do's and don'ts of the job seeking process and interviewing etiquette (if possible show old stock film as example)

- after the instinctive question "do you understand?" ask them to repeat the direction and perform a small skit to make sure it is understood 

	 -It explains exactly how to job search and act in an interview that acts as a reflection to possible past interviews that werent favorable.

- makes sure all is understood so as to not leave the class with a false impression or continue with bad habits in job searching and interviewing   



	PRACTICE
	Videotape the group's mock interviews as they act out the various stages of job hunting
	gives them an opportunity to practice their interviewing abilities with the added pressure of the videocamera that can be compared to an actual interviewer.

	EVALUATION
	View the recording and have a round table discussion about each group's  pronounciation, delivery and content
	Helps them look at their strengths and weakpoint for when they go into a real job situation

	APPLICATION
	When the students go out on their own job hunt they will have an understanding of what employers look for in the U.S with regards to comportment and such thus giving them a fighting with other job seekers
