	ACTIVITY
	HOW IT ASSISTS TRANSITIONING LEARNER

	WARM UP/REVIEW
	Set an example by using one of the words indicated on the 3x5 cards. (These should all be simple nouns like "bottle", "key", "building", "patio", etc.
	Using simple nouns that approxicmate a cognate, the students can visualize, more or less, what the object is and its possible uses.

	INTRODUCTION
	Words are creations that represent something.  Each word has a definition.  Use words to define, explain, and illustrate the target word like "key"
	Something as simple as "key" might seem easy.  The idea is to get the student to use his or her head and then the dictionary to come up with: "A metal object with serrated edges that is used to open doors."

	PRESENTATION

COMPREHENSION CHECK
	In a five-slide PowerPoint (or 5-poster diagram presentation, each student pair works with a selected word to come up with a title slide, a definition slide, and 3 samples of the word.  They have one hour to use their imagination, Word and PowerPoint skills such as word coloring, font enlargement, photo save, etc., to produce this presentation.
	Hands-on work of looking up the word in the dictionary, writing the actual, detailed points of its significance and finding the pictures to illustrate it in 3 samples make the student learn it.  (and later on, presenting it in front of the whole class is mind-edifiying!)

	PRACTICE
	Doing this may take more than an hour the first time, but when done 3 times a week, they will master the fundamentals in less than a month.
	Self-confidence, self-esteem, the fun of exploration and discovery come into play. 

	EVALUATION
	At the presentation, both the instructor and other student critique the presentation and the slides in a postive, constructive, but honest manner.
	By being in the "hot"seat, presenting in public in English, on a project made by one's own hands, the student gets a stimulating, mind-provoking experience.

	APPLICATION
	Select any concrete or conceptual word to learn.
	It improves the vocabulary by relating the details that support the definiton to other fields and similar words.
