	Teaching and Learning Activities – Step by Step

	
	a
	Pre-Activities 
1 hours       minutes 
I started by asking the students about their weekend.  What was knew in their lives since we last saw each other.  I started to tell them what had happened to me but when I thought they could not understand me I drew a symbol that would help them understand what I was saying.  They then started to ask questions and I continued to converse and drew symbols when they seemed lost.  They then wanted to tell me what was new with them and when they got stuck with their English they drew symbols to continue to communicate and relay what they so eagerly wanted to say.

	Activities
3 hours       minutes
PART I: 

I started by introducing the topic simply by making a statement,or asking a question,  This started the students to listen before I actually asked the first key question.   
PART II:  

Ask a student or to the whole class, a key question. By key questions I mean questions you would ask in a natural conversation. When a student answers the question draw one to three symbols on the board that will represent the first sentence of the story.
PART III:  
I did the first sentence by pointing to the symbols to serve as prompts or cues. We then went over the first sentence several times as a whole class to master the pronunciation and meaning of the sentence.
PART IV: 
For the second sentence I continued asking questions and repeated part 3 until we completed the story. Remember for each additional sentence to the story have the students go over them as many times as needed to reinforce the language learned.  Practice all the sentences in that matter. Finally I called on a volunteer and to serve as a model to tell the whole story using the symbols as cues to the rest of class.  Having a student tell the whole story motivated the other students to want to do the same. Having an audience and an actual need to communicate motivates them to want to converse in the language they are learning.

	Post-Activities
1 hours 45 minutes
I had the students to "Picture Story One: "Emergencey" that came from a handout we got in an earlier session we atteded at the academy.  I picked this particular one because we had just learned medical terms used in a doctor's offfice or in a hospital.  The students had to write individually what was happening in this story and then present it orally to the rest of the class.  They did fairly well in the presentation because they were able to use the new vocabulary they had learned just previsely.

Students were to chalk talk with a member of the family to further practice their oral communication skills in English.

	Extension and Follow-up
1 hours 45 minutes
For an extention on the lesson, I had the students do a narrative story or relating a story about why they thought it was important to come to school.  The students did the story first as a group then practiced their individual lines they wrote and were to say. After practicing their lines for pronunciation several times they presented their story to the rest of the class.

	Reflection: What Worked and Why

What worked best for my students was drawing on the chalkboard which allowed them to develop a conversation and continue it spontaneously with words they already knew. Talking about their own lives and concerns made it more interesting and easier to learn than if it came out of  a textbook.  Real experiences in students' lives encouraged relative conversations.

	Tips for Teachers

If you are doing "Relating a Story" with Chalk Talk always introduce a topic by making a statement. Ask students a question that will get their attention before you actually ask the first key question which will start the story rolling.  Model and point to the symbols as cues.  Always continue asking natural questions. Finally have students practice telling the story in chunks as many times as needed while using the symbols for cues to themselves or in small groups before telling the whole story.  If a student is allowed to practice in small chunks, it will help to master the task.
