PART I: 

Introduction of vocab.  Where are you Going?    Identify places in the community using

flash cards or photos of laundromat,drug store, bank, clinic ,bakery,gas station, grocery store, bus station, department store, and library.

PART II:  

Where's Anna?

a.  Have students stand in two lines facing each other.

b. Ask where students are standing .

For example :

A. Where's Anna?

B. Between George and Marco.    Variation Ask:Who's next to: Who's across from.

PART III:  
Where's the Department Store:

A. Write the names of community locations on separate large pieces of paper and place them nest to  across from, and between each other in different parts of the room.

B. Ask students about the locations of various places. For example:"Where's the department store? Students answer based on the location in the room .For example: "The department store is between the post office and the clinic."   

PART IV: 
Community Maps

A. Draw a simple map of the area around your school, writing in the name of streets and buildings. Either put it on the board or make copies to give to each student.

B. Have students ask and answer with next to , across from , and between about the locations of buildings. For example: A. Where's the Central Library? 

B. It's on Park Street, between Bob's Grocery Store and the post office. 

 To Tie it altogether in the CLosure my students Role Played a Skit about a person lost looking for directions asking another person on the street for help. Using all the prepositions we studied.
