	Teaching and Learning Activities – Step by Step

	
	a
	Pre-Activities 
      hours 5 minutes 

Have students bring in a clothing item that is unique to them, or an item that they have returned/exhanged. Examples: baby clothes, work clothes, religious, or sports clothing.

	
	b
	Activities
      hours       minutes

PART I: 

(1st Day)Students will create a collage of clothing items. They can draw the items or cut them from a magazine/newspaper.(approximately 10-15 items) As they work on their collage the teacher walks around the class naming the clothing items he/she sees or asks students for the name of the item to reinforce listening and speaking. (The teacher can also write the words on the board for repition practice) Then students get into groups or pairs and practice naming the clothing items. 2nd Day Introduce the seasons of the year:  fall/autumn, winter, spring, summer. Then write the words in huge print on the board or bulletin board (leave enough space for students to place an item of clothing) Students will then choose one item of clothing for each season from their collage. The teacher then demonstrates the activitiy. The teacher takes a pre-cut item and places it onto the board and states "I wear a jacket in the winter" Each student places their item and makes their statement. (continue the activity for all the other seasons) After the class act. is complete students continue in groups or pairs and make a new collage seperating their items into the season that they would most likely use the item of clothing.
PART II:  

3rd Day Students will put prices on the items from their seasonal collage then they will get in groups and practice 4 things: asking for the price of the item, describing the item, state that they are looking for a certain item to include size, pattern, and color and finally state that something is wrong with the item ex. wrong size, too big, too little, wrong color, too tight, ect. Tell students to be ready the following day to present the item they brought from home. Teacher can help with any voc. needed. 4th Day Students will present their item of clothing to include a description, the name of the item, if returned or exchanged why it was returned or exchanged, the price, and where it was bought.  
PART III:  
Students will create a Chalk Talk about an  item of clothing they have had to return or exchange and then present it in a group.
PART IV: 
In groups the students will create a scenario/dialog to role play about returning or exchanging an item to the store.  Students should think of different situations/reasons that may occur.
