	Teaching and Learning Activities – Step by Step

	
	a
	Pre-Activities Maps
__ hours 15 minutes 
I introduced the lesson by showing a map of the United States. I asked if the knew where Texas was.  A mini lesson on background knowledge of prepositions.

	
	b
	Activities
4 hours __ minutes 
PART I: I introduced the lesson by showing a U.S map and asking simple questions like “This is a map of…?” “Where is Texas located?” What are other states near Texas?” To answer correctly, they needed to use some prior knowledge of prepositions.
PART II:  Whole group The class was shown a powerpoint presentation of a road trip I am planning.  In the presentation, I showed them the trip around Texas.  I explained in the lesson how I was going to go west from El Paso to Dallas. South from Dallas to Houston and so on.  As we stopped in different cities in Texas, I gave a small fact about something in those cities.  For example, “The Alamo is in San Antonio”,” The capital of Texas is Austin”.  At the end of the presentation, I gave them a short quiz, “ Is El Paso north of Houston?” etc. These comprehension questions are yes/no answers.
PART III: Small group The learners are put in groups of 3-5. Their assignment is to plan a road trip.  They have to plan for each of these: Parents, children, car, and home. Each person the group is assigned a task for each of the categories mentioned before.  Their instructions are for a 2 week road trip in Texas.  They are to give a group presentation of how they prepare for this trip using prepositions (clothes go in the suitcase, leave a note by the telephone etc.
PART IV: Pair work Learners use a map puzzle of the United States and ask each other questions about it. What state is next to, on top of, north of Florida and so on.

	Post-Activities
One hour, once a week in the computer lab   
Learners chose a state and do research on it.  The state is not one that they live in, lived in or have visited. The most common, Texas, New Mexico, California, Arizona and Florida.  The fact sheet (research paper) will require them to find information about their assigned state such as population, motto flag date of entry into the union. Learners also have to find national parks, historic sites and other areas administered by the National Park Service.Weather facts will also be included and famous residents and why they became famous. Finally, they will have to find a current license plate of their state (photo or drawing), They learners will give an oral presentation ot their PBL projects once everybody has finished. This project took approximately 4 weeks to complete.
