	Teaching and Learning Activities – Step by Step

	
	a
	Pre-Activities

   20-25 minutes
The word explorer is written on the board and learners are asked if they have heard or seen this word before. Dictionaries have already been passed out to the different tables, so each table is asked to work together to find the definition. Students work together and read the definition to each other. The definition is then written on the board and read together by the whole class.


	
	b
	Activities                                                                       2 hours 20 minutes.
PART I: Learners are asked if they know of any explorers. The name Christopher Columbus is written on the board. Learners discuss what they know about this explorer in their groups and then one student from each group tells the class what they discussed.
PART II:  Learners are then given a hand out about Christopher Columbus. Learners are asked to look at the page that has the vocabulary list on it. Learners choral read the list together 4 times. 
PART III:  Learners are then instructed that they will be watching a film clip about Christopher Columbus Day. The clip is shown 3 times. The first time it is played with no sound. Learners are asked to look at the clip and see what is happening. The second time it is played learners are asked to listen and look at what is happening and the third time it is played learners are asked to listen for certain words. The groups that are higher level are asked to listen and write down anything they find interesting. After the third showing the groups are asked to discuss what they saw. 
PART IV: Learners are then instructed to read the story of Christopher Columbus with a partner. This had previously been handed out to each student. Each table is then asked to choral read the story out loud to the rest of the class. The story is numbered so each table is assigned a different number to read.

	Post-Activities                                                                      20- 30 minutes
Learners are then given instructions on how to complete the exercises that had been given to them. Two exercises are done in the class. Learners work individually, in pairs or as a group to complete the exercises. The answers are then shared together in class.
 


	
	d
	Out of Class Assignment                                                      20-25 minutes
Learners are then given instructions as to what they need to do for home work. Learners are asked to complete three tasks. The tasks deal with vocabulary, verbs, and a puzzle. These will be reviewed at the next class period.
