	Teaching and Learning Activities – Step by Step

	
	a
	Pre-Activities  Show Obloczynski citizenship papers and ask what do you see. Elicit comments about becoming a citizen and origin of immigrants in general, use map to point out Poland and Lithuania.

	
	b
	Activities
__ hours __ minutes 
PART I: Whole class:  Students listen as teacher talks about the Powerpoint. Ask check questions and elicit vocabulary, repeat key vocabulary. If needed.  Assess comprehension with T/F/don’t know colored cards. 
PART II:  Groups of 2 or 3: Distribute graphic organizer and pairs try to recall key words to retell the story
PART III: Groups of 2 or 3: Distribute cut out pictures of the slides of the Obloczynski’s story and have students put them in correct order using: first, next, then, and finally.
PART IV:  Bring whole class back together, but ask for 2 groups to come to the front to retell the story as everyone listens one last time.
Part V     Ask the whole class to brainstorm additional reasons for coming to the US, list them in a t-chart.

	Post-Activities
__ hours __ minutes 
_Print PowerPoint with text to use for reading; additional group activity: ask students to come up with 3 questions that highlight the most important events in the Obloczynski family story. Groups circulate and ask others.

	Out of Class Assignment On transparencies students
__ hours __ minutes 
Draw pictures of their own events of their journeys and prepare to tell the class their story using their storyboard. Call on 3 or 4 individuals.

	Extension and Follow-up
__ hours __ minutes 
Students will use a cloze exercise prompt to write their stories, and then type them into their own PowerPoint presentations, later reading to the class over several weeks.
